• 125,000 people will enter the gates of Phoenix Raceway over the 
three-day weekend. 

• NASCAR fans from all 50 states, 21 nations and five continents 
traveling to The Valley. 

• 84.9K total bed nights generated.

• Non-local fans make up 71% of ticket purchasers.

• Average daily spend of $452 per overnight visitor.
